© The FIFO cost flow assumption assigns the costs of the most recent
purchases to ending inventory and the costs of the earliest units
purchased to cost of goods sold.

© During periods of rising prices, the unrealized holding gain recognized on
the income statement under FIFO is greater than the amount recognized
under LIFO.
